Round Table Zambia (RTZ) is a well known Association in the RTI Family,
particularly for its consistent heavy presence at Round Table International
World Meetings. RT Zambia has recently won the Most Travelled Association
RTI award during the 2008 and 2009 RTI World Meetings and could have won
this in Germany this year as well if it was not for the last minute change to the
award rules. Just this year 2011, RTZ has had representation at the following
AGMs: RT Southern Africa AGM, RT Central Africa AGM, RT Demark AGM, RT
USA AGM, Africa Region Meeting in South Africa and RTI WM in Bremerhaven
Germany just to mention a few. Not bad for the Association of our size! As
expected of Tablers, Zambian Tablers are very warm people and we receive
different visitors in the true Round Table spirit. Indeed the current headquarters
of RTI Fellowship should be in Round Table Zambia.

RT Zambia has 12 active Tables and has a membership strength of about 120.
The Association has two Areas : Area 1 which comprises:
1) Kitwe Round Table No.2,
2) Ndola Round Table No.3,
3) Chingola Round Table No.7,
4) Luanshya Round Table No.9,
5) Itawa Round Table No.16 and
6) Solwezi Round Table No.19

And Area 2 comprises:
1)  Lusaka Round Table No.1,
2) Livingstone Round Table No.4,
3) Lusaka Round Table No.11,
4) Lusaka Round Table No.15,
5) Lusaka Round Table No. 18 and
6) the newly opened Mazabuka Round
Table No.20.

Brief History
The Round Tables in Zambia, with the
exception of Chipata No.13 (now
closed), Lusaka No. 15, Itawa No. 16,
Lusaka No. 18, Solwezi No. 19 and
Mazabuka No.20 were originally
chartered as members of the Associa-
tion of Round Tables in Central Africa
(ARTCA). ARTCA was inaugurated in
1953 in Harare (then Salisbury) and
extended rapidly in Zimbabwe (then
Southern Rhodesia). Formative meet-
ings were held in Zambia (then
Northern Rhodesia) during 1954 at
Kitwe and Lusaka which were char-
tered in 1955. Extension to Ndola,
Livingstone, Mufulira,  Kabwe,
Chingola, Kalulushi and Luanshya
followed within five years. RT Zambia
as an Association undoubtedly had its
conceptual beginnings during the late
1960’s when there was a feeling in the
Lusaka Round Table No.7 (Now Lusaka
No.1) that the future of movement in
Zambia would best be served without
the dominance by Rhodesia (Zimbabwe)
within ARTCA. The pressure to become
more autonomous increased with the
problems of communication during the
early 1970’s. This led the then ARTCA
President Paul Capel, to make the
statement at a combined Area 1 and
2 meeting in Ndola that” The interests
of Round Table in Zambia and their
future development, bearing in mind
the problems of communication, would
best be served by a formation of a new

independent Association in Zambia.”

The then Area Chairman, Norman Adams of Area 1 (Copperbelt) and Andy
Anderson, Chairman of Area 2 (Rest of Zambia) were instrumental in laying the
foundations for the formation of Association of Round Tables in Zambia (ARTZ).
After the formation and inauguration of the ARTZ, an application was made to
the 1974 Annual General Meeting of W.O.C.O for full membership to the world
body. The Edinburgh meeting granted RT Zambia associate membership with
full membership automatically after the probationary period. Subsequently, an
ancient copper symbol called the “ANKH” was adopted as the symbol for the
Association’s roundel.

In 2007 at the ARTZ A.G.M. in Chingola the membership resolved to change the
name of the Association to Round Table Zambia.
 
Current Happenings in RT Zambia
The Round Table tradition remains very strong in Zambia. The Association
recorded a 20% membership growth in the 2010/11 Tabling calendar. All Tables
have adopted community service projects that are aimed to addressing the
most pressing needs/concerns of the communities within which our Tables
exists. At national level, we have been working to make our community service
project twining arrangement with RT Netherlands work. The project is called
Malaria No More (MNM) and its basically about fighting the number killer in
Zambai, Malaria.

RT Zambia hosts its AGM every April at which office bearers are elected to
serve the association for 12 months. The current National Council/Board was
elected into office at an AGM on 28th May, 2011 held in the Southern tourist
resort town of Siavonga at which Moffat Nyirenda was elected as RTZ President
for 2011/12. On another note during the same AGM, among other things the
Association agreed to revert to the old Tabling calendar (January to December)
and therefore the next RT Zambia shall take place from 6-8th April 2012. This will
give our friends from overseas to make a combined trip for the RT Zambia and RT
Southern Africa AGMs. Come and experience the Round Table spirit in Zambia!

Suffice to mention that RT Zambia is not immune to membership and commitment
related challenges, however, the Association through its member Tables and
in conjunction with the 41ner Club regularly hosts membership forums at which
the tenets of RT are discussed and explained to both existing Tablers and guests
alike. Aside from this, individual Tables host fellowship events which are meant
to help in inculcating both family and brotherhood values.
